As students depend increasingly on the internet for research, gathering information from numerous sites, databases, and virtual libraries, it becomes extremely important to document the sources for the work students turn in.   Web sites vary widely as to their accuracy, bias, and accuracy.  Using quality sites as sources increases the integrity of your papers.  Being able to prove that is where a reference list comes in.  This guide will provide you with the basic principles in produces a good reference list.

Using APA Format

A reference list should be a separate page at the end of your paper.  At the top of the page, you should type “References”, centered in the middle of the page.  Your reference list should be double spaced.  Authors’ names will be listed last name first, then first initial(s).  The second line of any entry should be indented.  If an author wrote more than one article or site that will be cited, they should be arranged with the oldest material should be listed first then the more recent material.  Only the first letter of the first word of a title should be capitalized.
